How do you respond to feelings of envy and discontent? What helps you 
ward off the “evil eye”? 

 
4. What do you think about this idea that the parables of Jesus are 

intended to “shake and stir” his listeners? When was the last time you 
were shaken in a good way or stirred to action? When was the last time 
you learned something new or saw something in a new way? 
 

5. How might you follow the example of Jesus in using the “currency of the 
kingdom” this week? How could you practice gratitude and generosity?
